“Grandma, that’s sounds easy, but why am I hit-
ting all these buttons with my elbow?” “Whassa matter? You 
coming empty handed?” 
 Etiquette often demands taking something with us when 
we are dinner guests. We also take with us a desire to tell sto-
ries, an appreciative heart, and a basic sense of politeness. It’s 
no different when we come to share the Eucharistic meal at 
the Lord’s table. We come with something to share (which is 
why it is always important to put something in the basket, 
even if we donate through the mail or automatically—the 
symbolism is important); we have a story or two to tell those 
we meet; we are grateful for having been invited; and we are 
courteous to one another (we may even move down to the 
middle of the pew). While etiquette may not demand this, our 
faith does. 
 In today’s Gospel, Jesus tells a story, one that goes way 
beyond etiquette. The Good Samaritan becomes the model of 
how Christians extend hospitality to all who are in need. They 
welcome the opportunity to serve, rather than pass on by; they 
give of what they have, rather than expect others to make up 
the difference; they exude kindness simply because they are 
so grateful for their blessings, rather than take them for 
granted; and they do their outreach with a smile and a happy 
heart, rather than begrudgingly complaining about why others 
aren’t helping. 
 The Summer Blast is soon approaching and part of the dy-
namics of parish festivals is our offering hospitality to those 
who come to share in the event. May we do so with gratitude 
and joy, friendliness and humor! Please, if you have not yet 
offered to help, find the spot the Lord has reserved for your 
name and offer your time and service. It is great fun and will 
be even more so if you are there to help.

Gospel Reflection 
In today's gospel the scholar asked Jesus what he must do to 
inherit eternal life. Jesus answered that he must love his 
neighbor as himself, to which the scholar replied, “Who is my 
neighbor?” That command is still asked of us today, “love 
your neighbor as yourself” and so, who is our neighbor? Are 
our neighbors those who are easy to like? Those we like to be 
around? Those who do things for us? Yes, those are our 
neighbors, but our neighbor is also the drug dealers; the men 
and women who are homeless; the troubled teen; the teen 
mom; those who are different; the immigrant; the elderly. 
These are our neighbors. These are the ones that Jesus asks us 
to love as ourselves. Who is the neighbor you are called to 
love as yourself?

When purchasing items, be aware 
of the packaging in order to cut down on waste. Here a few 
tips to keep in mind when purchasing items: 
*Buy fresh fruit that doesn't come pre-packaged.

*Opt for items in glass or other recyclable containers instead 
of containers that can't be recycled. 
*Avoid aerosol cans altogether-they can't be reused or recycled.
