Baptisms 
We welcome those who were baptized this past weekend: 

Jesus was wandering around Jerusalem when he 
decided that he really needed a new robe. After 
looking around for awhile, he saw a sign for 
Finkelstein, the Tailor. So he went in and made 

the necessary arrangements to have Finkelstein prepare a new 
robe for him. A few days later, when the robe was finished, 
Jesus tried it on and it was a perfect fit. He asked him how 
much he owed. Finkelstein brushed him aside, “No, no. no. 
There’s no charge for the Son of God! However, may I ask 
you a small favor? Whenever you give a sermon, perhaps you 
could just mention that your nice, new robe was made by 
Finkelstein, the Tailor?” 
 Jesus readily agreed and, as promised, extolled the virtues 
of his Finkelstein robe whenever he spoke to the masses. A 
few months later, while Jesus was again walking through Je-
rusalem, he happened to walk past Finkelstein’s shop and no-
ticed a huge line of people waiting for Finkelstein’s robes. He 
pushed his way through the crowd to speak to him and, as 
soon as Finkelstein spotted him, he said, “Jesus, Jesus, look 
what you’ve done for my business! Would you consider a 
partnership?” “Certainly,” said Jesus, “Jesus & Finkelstein it 
is.” “Oh no, no,” said Finkelstein, “It’s Finkelstein & Jesus. 
After all, I am the craftsman.” The two of them debated this 
for some time. Their discussion as lively and spirited, but ulti-
mately fruitful, and they finally came up with a mutually ac-
ceptable compromise. A few days later, the new sign went up 
over Finkelstein’s shop: Lord & Taylor. 
 So many applications from this below-average joke… 
1. When Jesus is a part of our lives, good things flourish. 
2. When we use our gifts for others, it all seems to fit. 
3. Compromise is always possible and always has the better 

outcome. 
4. Affirming the goodness of others yields great joy. 
5. When Jesus speaks, we would do well to listen and take his 

suggestions. 
God’s grace is never a one-size-fits-all experience, but, rather, 
it is tailored to fit each of us. Thus, each of us has different 
gifts to use for the building up of both the Church and our 
world at large. And each of us is Called to Serve by the One 
who dispenses these gifts. 
 As we are challenged to do all we can to support this 
year’s Bishop’s Appeal, the theme of which is Called to 
Serve, may we respond in accord with the gifts and blessings 
that have been bestowed upon us. The focus of this year’s 
appeal is definitely vocational in nature—through baptism 
each of us is called to serve the Lord throughout the whole of 
one’s life. Some serve through marriage, others through 
priesthood or religious life, and still others by remaining sin-
gle. All are vocations, calls from the same Christ, lived out in 
service to the same Church. February 7 happens to be Conse-
crated Life Day, so as we pray for vocations to the religious 
life, let us give thanks for the religious sisters, brothers, and 
priests who have touched our lives by hearing the call to 
serve.

At mass, 
the prayers that we say, especially the Eucharistic prayer are 
the supreme ACTS of prayer. When we offer ourselves to 
God in union with Jesus on the cross we are offering a prayer 
of adoration, contrition, thanksgiving and supplication.

St. Philip/St. Bernard possible merger information 
 

During the past year, a sub-committee of the pastoral councils of St. Philip and St. Bernard has been exploring the feasibility of 
a merger of the two parishes. After considering the pros and cons of such a proposal, the sub-committee has recommended that 
parish leaders support a proposal for merger of the parishes. Before any action can be taken on the recommendation, the pastoral 
councils would like to share the proposal with parishioners and get your reactions and input. The steps that will be taken before 
a merger might take place are; 
 
Step one – Presentation of the proposal at open parish meetings. 
 Sunday February 21, after the 12:00 pm Spanish mass 
 Monday February 22, 6:00 pm at St. Philip in the church 
 Tuesday February 23, 6:00 pm at St. Bernard in the church 
 
Step Two – Meetings with the pastoral councils to review the comments and input from parishioners. 
 
Step Three – If there is significant support for the proposal – then the pastoral councils will be asked to pass a motion and vote 
with a recommendation to the pastor to request from the bishop that the two parishes be merged. 
 
Step Four – Upon receipt of the letter from Fr. Dave, the bishop must present the request to the Presbyteral Council (a council 
of 15 priests from throughout the diocese, which meets 3 times a year) to make sure that the proposal has been well thought out 
and is in the best interests of the mission of the Church. 
 
Step Five – Following the review by the Presbyteral Council – if the bishop concurs with the recommendation, he will issue a 
decree that will set the date for the merger.
