Lenten Regulations 
1. Catholics who have celebrated their 14th birthday are to 

abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, all Fridays in 
Lent and Good Friday.  

2. In addition to abstaining from meat, Catholics who have 
celebrated their 18th birthday, until they celebrate their 
59th birthday, are to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday. Those who are bound to this regulation may only 
eat one full meal. Two smaller meals are permitted if 
necessary to maintain strength according to one’s needs, 
but eating solid foods between meals is not permitted.  

3. These minimal penitential practices should not be lightly 
excused.  

Frustrated at always being corrected by her 
husband, a woman decided that the next time 
he corrected her, she would have a comeback.

clock is right once a day.” “Twice,” her husband remarked. 
   
The need to be right, the overwhelming urge to correct an-
other’s wrongness, and the incessant arguing that results from 
giving in to those needs and urges should be examples enough 
of how desperately we need to say “no” to all the creative 
temptations that afflict us. Jesus’ temptations were all about 
power and control as well and he resisted, and that made all 
the difference in the world. Our resistance can as well, as we 
yield only to the power of the Spirit. 
   
We may be tempted to pooh-pooh the Catholics Come Home 
commercials and other dimensions of this new program, but 
the reality is—the Spirit is alive when we overcome those 
temptations and do what we can to be inviting and welcom-
ing, to overcome our fears to talk about our faith in our 
neighborhoods, recreation times, and workplaces. Let’s say 
“no” to fear and laziness and “yes” to the grace of God which 
impels us to grow the Church. And let us “be” the Church (the 
dwelling place of God) wherever we are and whatever we are 
doing, thereby knowing the joy of being Church magnets!

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St. Philip/St. Bernard possible merger information 
 

During the past year, a sub-committee of the pastoral councils of St. Philip and St. Bernard has been exploring the feasibility of 
a merger of the two parishes. After considering the pros and cons of such a proposal, the sub-committee has recommended that 
parish leaders support a proposal for merger of the parishes. Before any action can be taken on the recommendation, the pas-
toral councils would like to share the proposal with parishioners and get your reactions and input. The steps that will be taken 
before a merger might take place are; 
 

Step one – Presentation of the proposal at open par ish meetings. 
 Sunday February 21, after the 12:00 pm Spanish mass  
 Monday February 22, 6:00 pm at St. Philip in the c hurch 
 Tuesday February 23, 6:00 pm at St. Bernard in the  church 
 
Step Two – Meetings with the pastoral councils to review the comments and input from parishioners. 
 
Step Three – If there is significant support for the proposal – then the pastoral councils will be asked to pass a motion and vote 
with a recommendation to the pastor to request from the bishop that the two parishes be merged. 
 
Step Four – Upon receipt of the letter from Fr. Dave, the bishop must present the request to the Presbyteral Council (a council 
of 15 priests from throughout the diocese, which meets 3 times a year) to make sure that the proposal has been well thought out 
and is in the best interests of the mission of the Church. 
 
Step Five – Following the review by the Presbyteral Council – if the bishop concurs with the recommendation, he will issue a 
decree that will set the date for the merger.

Heart Health-Eat Better 
One of the “simple 7” steps to better heart 
health is to eat better. Eat foods that are rich in 
vitamins, minerals, fiber and other nutrients, 
but are lower in calories. 
As part of a healthy diet, an adult consum-
ing 2,000 calories daily should aim for: 
Fruits and vegetables: At least 4.5 cups a day. 
Fish (preferably oily fish): At least two 3.5-ounce servings a 
week. 
Fiber-rich whole grains: At least three 1-ounce equivalent 
servings a day. 
Sodium: Less than 1,500 mg a day. 
Sugar-sweetened beverages: No more than 450 calories (36 
ounces a week). 
Nuts, beans and seeds: At least 4 servings a week. 
Processed meats: No more than 2 servings a week. 
Saturated fat: Less than 7% of total energy intake. 
Consider the above guidelines as you check out food labels at 
the grocery store. 
The American Heart Association says that even simple, small 
dietary changes can make a big difference in living a better 
life with a healthier heart!
