Control Cholesterol

Cholesterol is a soft, fat-like substance founthablood-
stream and in all your body'’s cells. Cholesterairiportant to
produce cell membranes and some hormones, butiob m
cholesterol in the blood is a major risk for congnlaeart dis-
ease and stroke.

What is Cholesterol?

Your liver and other cells in your body make abobo of
blood cholesterol and 25% comes from the food yaiu e
When too much of LDL (bad) cholesterol circulateshe
blood, it can clog arteries, increasing your rikeart attack
and stroke. LDL cholesterol is produced naturajlytte
body. Some people inherit genes that cause thenake too
much, and eating saturated fat, trans fats andrgieholes-
terol also increase how much you have.

How to Lower Cholesterol

To control your cholesterol, see your doctor toesithe a
cholesterol screening, eat foods low in cholestanal satu-
rated fat and free of trans fat, maintain a healtbight, and
stay physically active.

Limit saturated fat and cholesterol in your diet.
Avoid trans fat.

Limit saturated fats found in fatty meats, poultrgh skin,
dairy products, and palm oil, palm kernel oil, aadonut oil.
Avoid trans fats. Trans fats result from addingrioggn to
vegetable oils. This converts oils to a solid, ishimproves
shelf life. Trans fats are found especially in coencially
baked goods, fried goods, snack foods and othelsfotade
with vegetable shortening or stick margarine. (8wdrga-
rines typically contain low levels of trans fat€Qt back on
foods high in dietary cholesterol including egdelish,
organ meats, and whole milk.
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Foods that will help lower blood cholesterol levels
Eat a diet rich in vegetables and fruits.
Choose whole-grain high-fiber foods. Aim for 25 msa
of fiber each day.
Eat fish that contain healthy omega-3 fatty acigdshsas
trout, herring, sardines, albacore tuna and salmon.
Choose lean meats and poultry without skin andgreep
them without added saturated and trans fat.
Choose fat-free, or 1% fat milk and dairy products.
Choose plant oils that are liquid at room tempeeatin-
cluding flaxseed oil, canola oil, or soybean oil.
