Manage Blood Pressure-another impor-
tant factor to prevent heart disease 
High blood pressure, also called hypertension is the single 
most significant risk factor for heart disease. High blood 
pressure causes the blood running through your arteries to 
flow with too much force, causing microscopic tears. The 
body repairs those tears with scar tissue, which can trap 
plaque and form blockages, blood clots and hardened arteries. 
Normal blood pressure reading is below 120/80 mm Hg. An 
adult with a blood pressure of 140/90 mm Hg or higher is 
considered to have high blood pressure. 
High blood pressure usually has no symptoms. In fact, you 
can have high blood pressure for years and not know it. That 
is why it is important to have your blood pressure monitored 
at intervals. 
High blood pressure increases your chance of stroke, and can 
damage your kidneys and eyes. 
Risk factors you can control include obesity, eating too much 
salt, heavy and regular use of alcohol, lack of exercise and 
stress. Stress levels are hard to measure and responses to 
stress vary from person to person. Risk factors including he-
redity, race and age you cannot control. 
Treatment for high blood pressure includes: 
· Diet which consists of more fruits and vegetables, whole-

grain cereals and bread, and less fried food and fatty meat. 
Reduction of salt intake by cooking with less or no salt and 
using less salt at the table. Aim for less than 2 Grams of salt 
per day. Some people need to decrease to 1.5 Grams per 
day. 

· Weight reduction. Often when people lose weight, their 
blood pressure drops automatically. 

· Physical activity should be part of your daily schedule. A 
minimum of 30 minutes of physical activity on most days is 
recommended. Your doctor can suggest the best kind of 
exercise program for you. 

· Medication. You may need medication to lower your blood 
pressure. Your doctor will prescribe the type of medication 
for you. Some drugs get rid of excess fluid and salt. Others 
open up narrowed blood vessels, or prevent blood vessels 
from constricting and narrowing. Your doctor will want to 
monitor your blood pressure on a regular basis. Take the 
medication as prescribed and only stop taking the medi-
cation with your doctor’s instruction.  You may need 
medication indefinitely. 

The next blood pressure screening will be March 13/14 at 
both churches.
