This makes sense to me because those prayers 
deal with things like suffering or uncertainty.  It brought 
to my mind my need to ask for the gift of faith to continue 
praying!  
 
It also made me think of how important it is that our        
prayer with God include both petition and thanks.  If we 
are only petitioning God we can run the risk of having our 
prayer be marked only by sorrow and need, and not by the 
peace of giving thanks and acknowledging the good 
things God has done.   How is your prayer?  Balanced or 
not so much yet?  Maybe take time to try and name things 
and persons and events that you are  thankful for.   Maybe 
some of the peace that God desires in this world will find 
a home in your heart.
